- I joined Deutsche in Singapore straight
out of University as part of the Graduate
Trainee Program - as a group of the Bank’s
recruits from across the world, we went
through multiple regional and international
trainings and sessions together - I remain
very close to many people from this group.

- As part of Market Data Services, the
group that handled the Bank’s refationshig
with data vendors like Thomson-Reuters
Bloomberg, I was frequently the intermed-
-iary between the front office (loud, very
demanding bankers and traders) and the
technolog %gl'opps_(developers and system
engineers). Maintaining close and reliable
relations with both groups was essential
to moving prog'ects orward and keeping
the peace on the trading floor.

- Working in the Asia-Pacific head office of
a global Bank that is largely led out of the
US and Europe can be tricky. A solution
that works in Munich, may not work, for
example, in the Singapore office - for
reasons ranging from cultural to regulatory
to political -leading to_ miscommunication
and tensions. Firstin Singapore and then
in Tokyo, as the regional representative on
global initiatives for Market Data, I develo-
-ped relationships built on mutual trust and
respect with the key officers in New York
and London to ensure that Asia-Pacific’s
interests were protected while the global
agenda was implemented.
